RITES AND TRADITIONS OF THE CATHEDRAL
90 MINUTES DUOMO + ARCHAEOLOGICAL AREA

Go back through time to re-discover the city’'s Christian roots and learn the history
of the rites and liturgical traditions, including the Ambrosian or Milanese Rite. It is

in the Archaeological Area, where Saint Ambrose baptised Saint Augustine in the
Baptistery of San Giovanni alle Fonti, that the origins of this Ambrosian Rite, differing
from the Roman one and only followed in the Milan Diocese, can be found.
Discover all the Cathedrals rites, the altars” dedications and the precious relics
preserved within the Duomo’s wallls.

STORIES OF LIGHT: THE STAINED GLASS WINDOWS
120 MINUTES DUOMO + MUSEUM

Light, symbol of God, filters into the Cathedral through the 55 colourful stained
glass windows. Through this tour it will be possible to learn about the techniques
used by the master glaziers from the 15th to the 20th century. As in the past, when
stained glass windows were fundamental in teaching the sacred texts to those
unable to read, it will be possible to discover the stories from the Bible and of the
Gospels, panel after panel.
